Items needed:
A back pack (There are some in vestibule) filled with the following seven items:

1. Hats, gloves, scarves or similar items
2. Three or four pop top canned foods - beef stew, mac and cheese, fruit, veggies, tuna

3. Hygiene items-toothpaste, toothbrush, body-wash, shampoo, deodorant, soap, washcloth, hair
brush, comb (wet or liquid items should be packed in plastic bags)
